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In 2004,
the Food Trust  launched the

Healthy Corner Store Init iat ive to help
teenagers and adults  in Philadelphia make

healthier  food decisions.  While the program
has grown over the past  decade,  some areas

of  the city remain underserved.  This  analysis
uses a weighted access index to model  the

availabil i ty of  healthy food citywide.  Factors
considered include distance to store,  store type

(basic ,  enhanced,  or  cert ified),  and population served.
